Girls), Under-8 (Open and Girls) categories. The medal winners will be 
referred to as Commonwealth Medalists. The gold medal winners will

Entries: Each Commonwealth country is eligible to field one man, one 

woman, One Senior (Above-50), one Junior Girl (Under-20), one Junior 

Open (Under-20) player and one Open and girl each in under-8, 10, 

12, 14, 16 and 18 as official entrants. Their boarding and lodging will 
be provided free in Official hotel. 

 

Other entrants will have to pay for the boarding and lodging at $150 

(Single), $ 100 (Double sharing) & $ 90 (Triple Sharing) per day.  The 

3rd bed in most rooms are the attached to wall in a corner. 
 

Please note that the entry fee should be paid by everyone unless 

qualifying for a free entry under the ‘Entry fee’ section. Any player 

may play in both open and category events by paying the relevant 
additional entry fee. 

 

Entry of Sri Lankan players: Only registered players of the Chess 

Federation of Sri Lanka are eligible to participate (Entries will be 
subject to confirmation of Chess Federation of Sri Lanka).  

 

Registration: All Foreign Participants and accompanying persons will 

have to pay registration fee of 110 USD per head. This will include 
their transportation from airport and back and other organizational 

costs.  

 

Time Control: 90 Minutes + 30 sec per move from move number 1. 

Rapid – 15 minutes + 10 Seconds 
Blit – 3 Minutes + 2 seconds 
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Accommodation: All foreign participants / accompanying persons are 
required to stay in official accommodation which has Star class Facility 

with three meals. Sri Lankan Players can arrange their own 

accommodation. All Grandmasters (With rating of 2400/ WGM 2250) 

will be provided free accommodation at official hotel in double rooms.

System of Play: 
 

The tournament will be conducted as per FIDE Laws of Chess and FIDE 

Swiss System with 9 rounds. 

 
The Women’s, Senior and Junior (Under 20 Open & Girls) are 

merged with the Open event. 

 

Tie Break: 

 
In the case of a tie, the latest FIDE Rules shall come into effect.  

The Cash prizes however will not be shared.
